The 18 attendees shared knowledge and experience on rigging and tuning tips, ably assisted by Duncan
Adams from LaserPerformance.

By the time the boats were rigged, the clouds had started to break and the first on the water session was
held in glorious sailing conditions.

After a lunch in the Clubhouse it was back out onto the water for the afternoon sessions. Alan Jones, a
Glossop Club member and also an RYA Regional Club Coach divided the group into two. One group of
experienced Club racers were put through their paces with exercises focusing on boat control and race
starting techniques whilst a second group of improvers focused on tacking and upwind sailing.

The afternoon finished with an impromptu ‘fun’ race around a short triangular course. Sailors were
organised into pairs of experienced racers and laser improvers and positions were awarded based on
when the ‘pair’ crossed the finish line. This worked really well and encouraged the more experienced

sailors to sail alongside their less experienced partner and offer advice and encouragement around the
race course.
